The Facts

When Men are Raped…
· The rapes are almost exclusively committed by a straight man, 96-98% of the time

· It’s about Violence, control, and humiliation. Not sex.

· 1 out of 33 men have experienced attempted or completed rape sometime in their life.

· The sexual violence perpetrated against boys and men is severely underreported and this group of survivors is underserved. Boys and men who are sexually assaulted rarely see their reality reflected in articles, books or in direct service program outreach initiatives, which further isolates them and reinforces the devastating myths surrounding male survivors of sexual assault. Resources are becoming increasingly more available for male survivors, their friends and families, and professionals who work with them. Familiarize yourself and your organization with resources in the community so you will be prepared to help male survivors in their journey through healing.
· One survey (Sorenson, Stein, Seigal, Golding, Burnam, 1987) found that 7% of men have experienced at least one episode of forced sexual contact.  Among college students, the incidence of sexual assaults of men by acquaintances is much higher.

Against the Law 

Date Rape Drugs: 

· What is Rohypnol?
Rohypnol is the brand name for flunitrazepam, a benzodiazepine drug in the same family of medications as Valium and Xanax. However, unlike these other drugs, Rohypnol has never been approved for any medical use in the United States. It is illegal to manufacture, distribute, or possess Rohypnol in this country
· What is GHB?GHB is gamma-hydroxybutyrate.  Historically, GHB has been promoted for body building, although the efficacy of the drug for this use has never been documented.  In 1990, the FDA issued a general warning to consumers to stop using GHB because of its numerous deleterious effects.  The only current FDA-approved medical use of GHB (Xyrem) is restricted for the treatment of patients with a rare neurological disorder called Narcolepsy who experience cataplexy, a condition characterized by weak or paralyzed muscles.
· What is Ketamine? Ketamine is a dissociative general anesthetic.  It has hypnotic, stimulant and hallucinogenic properties.  Although it is used in some medical settings, it is primarily used by veterinarians to anesthetize animals for surgery.  It is also used recreationally, and known on the streets as a “club drug.”
· What is Ecstasy? Ecstasy is 3,4-Methylenedioxymethamphetamine (MDMA).  It is a very toxic stimulant and hallucinogenic drug.  Ecstasy also has psychedelic effects.  It is illegal to manufacture, possess, or sell Ecstasy.  It is made in other countries and produced illegally in the United States. 
POINTS TO NOTE
· Rape is forced sexual intercourse, no matter what the circumstances and regardless of whether the assault is committed by a stranger or by an acquaintance.  Force can include mental as well as physical coercion.

· Being intoxicated makes it harder for men to listen carefully to their partners; not listening may result in their committing a crime punishable by prison and expulsion from school

· Sexual harassment can be touching, holding, grabbing, offensive jokes, language, threats, staring at a person’s body, offensive gestures or motions, circulating letters or cartoons, and other sexually oriented behavior.

· VICTIMS OF SEXUAL ASSULT DO NOT CAUSE THEIR ASSAULTS.  OFFENDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ASSAULT

STATISTICS
· In the U.S. every hour 16 women confront rapists; a woman is raped every six minutes (Newsweek 1990)

· One in seven women in a study by the Bureau of Justice reported they had been raped by their husbands. (1984)
· In the United States, a rape is reported about once every five minutes.  FBI Uniform Crime Report, 2000

MEN’S RESPONSES
· 84% of college men who committed rape said that what they did was definitely not rape  

· One in fifteen male students reported committing a rape or attempting to commit rape during the preceeding year 

· Nearly one third of college men said they were likely to have sex with an unwilling partner if they thought they could get away with it
· "She was wearing a really short skirt."  "She danced like she wanted it."  "We were drinking all night."  "Nobody forced her to come to my room."  "After all, I paid for everything."  "Hey, she asked for it."  
There is no excuse for rape.
What Guys can do to STOP violence against women…

· Listen to what women have to say

· Learn to live accountably

· Don’t let other men get away with disrespecting women

· Learn more about the issues by taking a class or attending a prevention workshop
